 The Heritage Center project got a big boost from s ome wonderful 
donations last month. Chris Elmer donated $10,000.0 0 to be used to put a 
new front porch on the building. We are currently w orking with Omega 
Design for design services and blueprints for the p orch. Omega Design has 
also donated their services for this part of our pr oject.  
 Trinity Fabricating from Jacksonville is donating their services to 
construct the 4 steel piers needed under the buildi ng and we hope to have 
them installed very soon. 
 The final site plan has been completed by CPH Engi neers and we will be 
applying for a permit to start the work on the rete ntion ponds, underground 
utilit ies, and paving. This will be our biggest exp ense this year and is 
expected to cost over $200,000.00. The $140,000 grant award from Volusia 
County ECHO will help greatly with this part of the  project. 
 We will be holding volunteer work days as the plan s for the building 
become ready.

 A crowd of about 100 Enterprise and surrounding area residents turned 
out to hear Volusia County provide information on the new four lane by-pass road 
that officially started construction on May 5, 2008. The By-pass road, as it has 
come to be known, has been in the works for more than ten years. In 1998 it 
became obvious to the county and the young City of Deltona that the main 
southern route out of the city and the county’s southern most border could no 
longer support the thousands of commuters heading into the Metro Orlando area.  
 The original plan called for the widening of Debary Avenue right through 
the heart of historic Enterprise. This would have meant that nearly everything of 
historic value in Enterprise would have been moved or removed to accommodate 
the road. This plan did not sit well with the residents of Enterprise. It was soon 
obvious to the county planning staff that a new route would have to be found.   
 The new road will cost nearly 11.5 million dollars, of which 6 million was 
provided by a state department of transportation grant and the balance from local 

tax dollars. The road will take approximately 18 months to 
complete, which will put the official open date som etime 
in November 2009. Until then residents can expect the usual delays 
everyone has come to live with when it comes time to build new roads or improve 
existing ones.  
 The roadway itself will be 4 lanes with a grass median and curbing. No 
landscaping has been included in the plan due to cost. Sod will be provided as 
the standard ground cover. The roadway will start at the intersection of 
Providence Boulevard and the current Debary Ave. It will proceed east to about 
Eric Jason Court and then take a northwesterly trek through Coventry 
subdivision, which the road bisects. After this, the road turns to the west where it 
lines up with existing Lexington Avenue. The road’s path continues west down 
Lexington Avenue until it passes just behind the Progress Energy oil storage 
tanks. It then turns back to the southwest to 
tie into Debary Avenue again near the intersection of Maple Ave. The road 
project ends at the current Debary Ave.-Deltona Blvd. intersection. When 
completed the speed limit will be posted at 45 mph, but don’t let that bother you 
because there will be two new traffic lights along the route to allow you ample 
time to enjoy the historic Enterprise community.  
 When asked if this was the beginning of a push to four lane Doyle road to 
S.R. 415, county engineer Gerald Brinton answered “I hope so,” but added that 
there are currently no plans or money to do such a project.  
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Coventry Residents Cry Foul

At the June 3rd By-pass road informational session sponsored 
by Volusia County Traffic Engineering department many residents 
from the Coventry Subdivision were openly vocal about what they 
perceived to be the county’s excluding them from the planning 
process. What some of these residents failed to realize was that the 
developer of the subdivision was very much in the know about the 
planned road and its path. Whether or not that information was 
provided to unsuspecting future home owners, is yet unknown. Some 
residents whose properties abut the road were concerned about 
noise from traffic and the potential for cars careening into their back 
yards. No provisions were made by the developer to prevent this from 
occurring. Another concern was that there are no plans to install a 
traffic signal where the road intersects Coventry Blvd. This has many 
residents wondering about their access to the road and how safe it 
will be. To the credit of the county staff, they agreed to sit down and 
discuss ways to mitigate the residents’ concerns, with no promises 
made that anything could or would be done. 
 At the other end of the road, residents of the Maple Avenue 
area of Debary also had similar concerns. The county has offered to 
look into that area as well.

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Community turns out for Enterprise Plan workshop 
 
 About 100 people from all areas of Enterprise showed up on May 28th to listen to 
Volusia County staff explain their proposals for preserving the historic, scenic, small-
town character of Enterprise.  The meeting, held at Enterprise Elementary School, 
generated enthusiasm, questions, and concerns, but the majority of residents seemed 
supportive of County’s plans going forward. 
 County staff members, including Director of Growth Management Services, Greg 
Stubbs, explained their three-tiered approach:  1) Establish a Scenic Corridor 
Management Overlay Zone; 2) create an Historic District in West Enterprise; 3) 
Implement a Neighborhood Protection Overlay Zone throughout Enterprise. 
 Residents were asked to participate in two surveys to give input on 1) managing 
the trees and native landscape buffer along the Lake Monroe Scenic Corridor; and 2) 
types of community character preferences such as signage, paving, pedestrian 
environments; architectural styles; and types of non-residential development. 
 Opportunities for public participation and comment will be plentiful.  On the 
scenic corridor and neighborhood protection overlay zone, there will be community 
workshops and public hearings in front of the Planning and Land Development 
Regulation Commission (PLDRC) and County Council.  Dates and times will be 
announced.  Staff contact is Carol McFarlane, Comprehensive Planner.  386-736-

 On June 11th at 5:30 pm at All Saints Episcopal Church, Clark Street, the County 
will sponsor a property owners workshop on the historic district designation. Staff 
contact is Julie Scofield, Historic Preservation Planner. 386-736-5953. 
 The foundation work for an Enterprise protection plan was laid by the Enterprise 
Preservation Society as far back as 2001, when County Council and staff members were 
invited to meet with the community to hear our concerns and understand our common 
vision.  After two years of hard work by County staff and EPS members, the Enterprise 
Local Area Plan was adopted by Volusia County in 2003, followed by the Lake Monroe 
Corridor Management Plan, in 2004.  These Plans were the first step; however, the 
“teeth” in the way of policies and ordinances have yet to be finalized.  Now, in 2008, the 
County is committed to completing the work, thanks to the efforts of Pat Northey, our 
district 5 County Council representative.   
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
