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Why is Enterprise Florida named . . . Enterprise?

What's in a name ? More than you know! Take Enterprise Florida for an
example. The name of our community says a tremendous amount about our
heritage and location. Enterprise Florida was named by its founder, Cornelius
Taylor . When he arrived on the shores of Lake Monroe from his base in Sanford
he had a mission. Mr. Taylor had received a contract from the US Navy and had
a shopping list. You see the Navy was building ships and needed very specific
parts to their construction. Ribs! Not beef ribs, but ribs for the hulls of the
ships. That's how they did it back in 1841! Mr. Taylor and his workers came to
the place where he could fill the Navy’s order.

This is one of the things that makes our beautiful community so unique, the huge
population of Great Oaks that line our shores and surrounding areas. It seemed
that the curvature of the boughs and the strength of these ancient trees were a
perfect fit for ship hulls before the civil war. Taylor & his crew would roam through
what is now our neighborhoods looking for the pieces with the right
specifications, then cut the piece off from its tree. The attached picture from my
front yard shows an Oak bough that would have been perfect for Cornelius and
his crew. They are everywhere.

THAT was the ‘Enterprise’ that Cornelius Taylor nam  ed Enterprise Florida
after. ‘Believe it ... or not!
